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Pakistan keen to strengthen trade ties with BD

Calls for FTA and improved connectivity

Pakistan has expressed keen
interest in boosting bilateral
trade with Bangladesh for
mutual benefit, highlighting
opportunities for closer
economic cooperation
between the two countries.
The announcement came
during an interactive meeting
between Pakistan's Federal
Minister for Commerce Jam
Kamal Khan and Dhaka
Chamber of Commerce and
Industry (DCCI) President
Taskeen Ahmed at the trade
body's Motijheel officein
Dhaka on Thursday.
Highlighting areas of
cooperation, Pakistan's
minister Jam Kamal Khan said
both countries rely heavily on
apparel and textile exports
and stressed the need to
diversify products to access
new markets.

"Recently, there has beena
surge in demand for re-used
clothes in Europe, Canada,
and the United States.
Entrepreneurs from both
countries can collaborate to
explore this growing market."
The minister highlighted
opportunities to expand
exports to Africa, East Africa,
and Central Asia, suggesting
Bangladesh could import
cement, sugar, footwear, and
leather from Pakistan, while

Pakistan’s Commerce Minister
Jam Kamal Khan has called for
greater trade diversification and
stronger collaboration between
Bangladesh and Pakistan, identi-
fying new opportunities in re-used
clothing, pharmaceuticals, agricul-
ture, and regional export markets.

In a meeting with Dhaka
Chamber of Commerce & Indus-
try (DCCID President Taskeen
Ahmed on Thursday, the minister
said both countries remain heavily
dependent on textiles and apparel
exports and underscored the need
to broaden their trade baskets.

He noted that demand for
re-used clothing is growing rapidly
in Europe, Canada, and the United
States, creating opportunities for
joint ventures between Bangla-
deshi and Pakistani entrepre-
neurs.

The minister also highlighted
Africa, East Africa, and Central
Asia as promising destinations for
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joint export growth, while point-
ing out that both Bangladesh and
Pakistan themselves represent
large consumer markets with un-
tapped potential.

The minister encouraged the
chamber to participate in the up-
coming 3rd International Food
and  Agricultural  Exhibition
(FoodAg) scheduled to be held in
Karachi on 25-27 November
2025. Potential sectors for collab-
oration including renewable
energy, pharmaceuticals automo-
tive parts, Fast Moving Consumer
Goods (FMCG) and Information
Technology, evolving landscape
of fashion and related preferences
of youth were also discussed.

He further mentioned Paki-
stan’s strengths in cement, sugar,
footwear, and leather manufactur-
ing, sugeesting that Bangladesh
could consider importing these
products.
