Plan big to

diversity
exports

Experts say

Bangladesh needs to
formulate long-term
plans on how to enhance
its export basket after
graduating from the UN’s
group of Least Developed
Countries (LDCs), experts
say at a webinar held
yesterday.

Related measures could
include providing low
cost and easy access to
finance, adequate policy
support along with fiscal
and non-fiscal incentives
for non-garment export
sectors while ensuring
equal treatment and skills
development, they said.

The webinar, styled
“Challenges and way
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forward on export diversification of
Bangladesh upon LDC graduation”, was
organised by the Dhaka Chamber of
Commerce and Industry (DCCI).
Mustafizur ~ Rahman,  distinguished
fellow of the Centre for Policy Dialogue
(CPD), said the government should
focus more on non-garment sectors with
good export potential as diversifying the

..., country’s export basket would help address

the existing and new challenges after
graduation in 2026.

“The garment sector is a success model
for us but now is the high time to focus
on other potential non-garment sectors
like agriculture, pharmaceuticals, light
engineering, ICI, leather goods and jute,”
he added.

At present, 70 per cent of Bangladesh’s
exports get preferential access to certain
markets but to continue enjoying such
benefits after graduation, compliance will
be a major issue.

“So, we have helped enforce domestic
regulations that are WI'O compliant as
industry readiness is very important,”
Rahman said.

Besides, the Bangladesh Standards
and Testing Institution needs to be
strengthened to ensure that local products
face international standard testing to
secure accreditation. Rahman suggested the
country’s legal capacity should be increased
as well since commercial disputes could
increase significantly post-graduation.

DCCI President Rizwan Rahman said
that Bangladesh will be deprived of many
international support measures following
its LDC graduation, such as various tariff
and non-tariff related charges.

“To compete in the international export
market after graduation, small and medium
scale industries like jute, agro processing,
leather goods, footwear, pharmaceuticals,
light engineering, ICT and other emerging
sectors will face all kinds of competition,”
he added.

AHM Ahsan, vice chairman and
chief executive officer of the Export
Promotion Bureau, was for focusing
on geographical diversification and the
services sector alongside traditional
cash-cow industries.

“The government is taking the necessary
steps for a smooth and sustainable LDC
graduation. We need to facilitate more
exports to Latin America, Africa, Asian and
Middle Eastern countries other than EU and
US,” he said.Graduating from an LDC will

give Bangladesh more negotiating power,
according to Md Saiful Islam, president
of the Leather goods and Footwear
Manufacturers and Exporters Association
of Bangladesh.

The authorities need to identify the
benefits of signing free trade agreements
(FTAs) or preferential trade agreements
(PTAs) other than just considering the
potential revenue gains, Islam added.

At present, Bangladesh earns as much
as $1 billion from the jute sector but
considering global climate change and
increasing international commitment to
sustainable development, the industry
could fetch as much as $5 billion to $10
billion, said Mohammed Mahbubur
Rahman Patwari, managing director of
Sonali Aansh Industries.

“Jute is now used in various products
and has become the second most sought
after natural fibre in the world. So, we
need to do value addition in this sector to
be competitive after graduation,” Patwari
added.

FH Ansarey, managing director and chief
executive officer of ACI Mobility, Plastic
and Agribusinesses, said some 70 per cent
of the total arable land in Bangladesh is
used for rice production, which engages
about 40 per cent of the country’s labour
force.

“We have to increase technology
adaptation, enhance private sector research
and innovation, follow good agricultural
practices, develop the country’s post-
harvest capacity and brand,” he added.

The local ICT sector earns about $1
billion dollars annually but due to a lack
of payment mechanisms such as digital
wallet or PayPal, not everything is reported
in time, according to Syed Almas Kabir,
president of the Bangladesh Association of
Software & Information Services.

Md Abdur Razzaque, president of the
Bangladesh Engineering Industry Owners
Association said light engineering is a cross
cutting sector, where investment is below
the expected level.

“That's why we have to create a low cost
fund for ensuring non-traditional access to
finance to grow this sector,” he added.

Naimul Huda, general manager of
Incepta Pharmaceuticals said some 80 per
cent of the drugs exported from Bangladesh
are off-patent.

“So, after LDC graduation, we have to
be compliant with global standards though
the off-patent facility will be available up to
2033,” he added.

Non-RMG sectors need 'aid, policy support’

Speakers at a programme on
Wednesday said long-term and low-
cost finance, policy reform, and incen-
tives are required for non-RMG sec-
tors to diversify the country's export
basket to cope with post-LDC chal-
lenges.

They also called for equal treatment
of the non-RMG sectors to encourage
export as well as developing ample
sector-specific skilled workforce to
meet soaring demand.

They said these at a virtual dialogue
- "Challenges and way forward on
export diversification of Bangladesh
upon LDC graduation” - organised by
the Dhaka Chamber of Commerce
and Industry (DCCI).

Vice Chairman and CEO of Export
Promotion Bureau (EFB) A H M
Ahsan was the chief guest of the pro-
gramme, presided over by DCCI
President Rizwan Rahman.

Centre for Policy Dialogue (CPD)
Distinguished Fellow Professor Dr
Mustafizur Rahman, Leathergoods
and Footwear Manufacturers and

Export diversification
to handle post-LDC
hurdles

Exporters Association of Bangladesh
(LFMEAB) President Md Saiful
Islam, and Bangladesh Engineering
Industry Owners  Association
(BEIOA) President Md Abdur
Razzaque, among others also spoke.

Dr Rahman said RMG sector has
become a success model for the coun-
try due to proper policy support as
well as good coordination between the
government and the entrepreneurs
concerned.

Now it is the high time to focus on
other potential non-RMG sectors, like -
agriculture, pharmaceuticals, light-engi-
neering, ICT, leather goods and jute.

Referring to 70 per cent of the coun-
try's total export under preferental
market access to different countries
and region, he opined that the author-
ities concerned should make the local

regulations compliant with the World
Trade Organisation (WTO) to deal
with the post-LDC challenges.

In that case industry readiness is
more important, he said, adding: "Qur
labour may be cheap, but we need to
make the workforce productive.”

The CPD distinguished fellow also
suggested the businesses and different
departments of the government to
increase their legal capacity, as after
the LDC graduation commercial dis-
putes might increase manifold.

Meanwhile, the DCCI president, in
his opening remarks, said after the
LDC graduation, Bangladesh would
be deprived of many international
supportive measures as well as face
different tariff and non-tariff-related
challenges.

"After the graduation, our small-
and medium-scale industries like jute,
agro-processing, leather, foorwear,
pharmaceuticals, light-engineering
and ICT will face massive global com-
petition."

Besides, the country would also have to
deal with various challenges in the interna-
tional market, like - maintaining product
quality, adopting changed consumer behav-
iour, cost of research and innovation, etc.

"We have five more years of breathing
time, and by this time we need to make our
industries ready to face the challenges of
post-LDC period,” Mr Rahman added.

The EPB CEO said the government is
taking necessary strategies for smooth and
sustainable LDC graduation.

Not only product diversification,
Bangladesh needs to focus on geographical
diversification other than USA and European
markets as well to increase its export.

Referring to over 81 per cent of the coun-
try's export earning coming from RMG sec-
tor, he also said, "After the LDC gradua-
tion, we cannot rely only on one specific
sector. So we have to apply RMG success
model for other promising sectors."

The LFMEAB president said after 2026,
Bangladesh may not get low-cost fund from
the development partners, which would
increase cost of fund for private sector.

Proper study is required to analyse skill
gap and create skilled labour force for dif-
ferent potential sectors.

"We have to go for energy-saving, raw
material-saving and cost-saving industrial
production mechanism," he opined, urging
for policy support to strengthen backward

linkage industry.

Bangladesh Association of Software and
Information Services (BASIS) President
Syed Almas Kabir, Sonali Aansh Industries
Limited Managing Director Mohammed
Mahbubur Rahman Patwari, Incepta
Pharmaceuticals Ltd General Manager
Naimul Huda, and ACI Mobility, Plastic
and Agribusinesses Managing Director and
CEO Dr F H Ansarey also spoke at the pro-
gramme.

Mentioning that about 80 per cent of
drugs, exported from Bangladesh, are off
patent and 20 per cent arc patented, Mr
Huda said, "After the LDC graduation, we
have to be compliant with the global stan-
dard regarding patent-related issues."

However, Bangladesh would enjoy
patent-free production facility up to 2033 as
per the WTO decision, he also noted.

To make the country sufficient in phar-
maceutical ingredient production, he
stressed on completing the proposed API
park in Munshiganj as soon as possible.

Mr Kabir said export from the country's
ICT sector is more or less USS 1.0 billion.
But due to lack of payment mechanism like
‘PayPal', it is hard to properly track earn-
ings from the sector.

Secking incentive for the sector, he hoped
that after the LDC graduation Bangladesh
would no longer be known as a country of
cheap labour; rather local businesses would
achieve negotiating ability.

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Experts call

for developing
potential
export sectors
to tackle post-
LDC challenges
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To overcome the challenges likely
to follow Bangladesh's graduation
from the list of least developed
countries (LDCs), experts say the
government should give adequate
policy support and incentives to
the non-apparel business sectors
that have export potential.

The country must focus on ex-
port diversification, a must for a
sustainable export industry in a
post-LDG era, they said at an on-
line virtual dialogue titled “Chal-
lenges and way forward on ex-
port diversification of Bangladesh
upon LDC graduation”, which
was organised on Wednesday by
the Dhaka Chamber of Commerce
and Industry (DCCI).

DCCI President Rizwan Rah-
man said in his opening remarks,
“After the LDC graduation, Bang-
ladesh will lose many interna-
tional support measures and face
several duty and non-duty tariff
challenges.”

“Bangladesh has as many as
1,750 goods in its export basket
hut over 80% of export earnings
is generated from only the ready-
made garment (RMG) sector, We
have five years and by then, we
have to get ready to face the post-
LDC challenges by expanding our
product range and ensuring other
compliance issues,” he added.

Joining the dialogue as chief
guest, Vice Chairman and CEO of
Export Promotion Bureau (EPB),
AHM Ahsan said, “LDC gradua-
tion is a matter of pride for us but
it will create some challenges for
us as well.”

“The government is adopting
necessary strategies for a smooth
and sustainable graduation from
a less developed country status.
To this end, we have to focus not
only product diversification, but
on geographie diversification as
well,” he added.

He underscored the need to
expand the country’s export mar-
ket to Latin America, Africa, Asia,
and Middle Eastern countries oth-
er than in the EU or USA.

Prof Dr Mustafizur Rahman,
distinguished fellow at Centre
for Policy Dialogue (CPDY), said,
“RMG is a success model to us.
But now we must focus on other
potential non-RMG sectors like
agriculture, 1 SEE PAGE 4 COL 3

pharmaceuticals, light engi-
neering, ICT, leather goods, and
jute.”

“Currently, 70% of our ex-
ports are done under the um-
brella of preferential market
access. After LDC graduation,
compliance will be a major is-
sue, To ensure that, we have to
enforce domestic regulations
aligned with WTO compliance
rules,” he continued.

He reiterated the need for
innovative financing. He also
urged ensuring the export com-
petitiveness of service sector
products,

Md Saiful Islam, president
of Leather Goods and Footwear
Manufacturers and Exporters
Association of Bangladesh,
said, “We may not get low-cost
funds from development part-
ners after 2026 which may also
increase costs in the private
sector. To meet the challenge of
this possible erosion after LDG
graduation, the private and
public sectors should partner to
work jointly.”

“We mneed to analyse skill
gaps and create a skilled labour
force to boost our productivity,
We have to go for energy sav-
ings, saving raw materials, and
other cost saving mechanisms.”

He also urged policy support
to strengthen backward linkage
industries.

Syed Almas Kabir, president
of Bangladesh Association of
Software and Information Ser-
vices (BASIS), said, ‘The coun-
try's ICT sector now generates
about $1 billion in export earn-
ings. But due to lack of author-
ised payment mechanisms, all
this is not reported properly.”

“Bangladesh is now the znd
largest outsourcing destination
in the world,” he said, request-
ing cash incentives for the ICT
sector to make it a big player
in the export industry of Bang-
ladesh.
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The potential export sectors other than
RMG should get equal treatment like ap-
parel industry to diversify the country’s
export basket and make them competi-
tive after LDC graduation.

Economic analysts and business
leaders came up with the observation at
avirtual dialogue on Wednesday.

Dhaka Chamber of Commerce & In-
dustry (DCCI) organised thedialogueon
“Challenges and way forward on export
diversification of Bangladesh upon
LDC graduation.”

They insisted that these non-RMG
export sectors should get easy access to
low-cost and long-term finance and ade-
quate policy support, including fiscal
and non-fiscal incentives

Besides, they also put emphasis on
policy reforms, skill development to in-
tensify export diversification in the
country, much needed after LDC gradu-
ation when Bangladesh won't get any
preference in global trade.

Bangladesh has 1,750 goods in its ex-
port basket of which 81 percent are
RMG item, DCCI President Rizwan Rah-
man said, highlighting LDC graduation
challenges.
