THIRTY-THREE lakh of the
total 1.16 crore people of the
country who have the abil-
itv to pay taxes are still out
of the tax net, said National
Board of Revenue member
on tax information manage-
ment and services Moham-
mad Jahid Hasan.

He said this as chief guest
at a workshop on ‘Customs,
VAT and Income Tax man-
agement’ organised by Dha-
ka Chamber of Commerce
and Industry on Saturday.

Last vear, out of 83 lakh
TIN holders only 25.30
lakh submitted their retumn
which is unsatisfactory, he
said.

He also said that NBR
was trving to ensure auto-
mation for customs, tax and
VAT systems so that people
could access the services
hassle-free.

He also emphasised on
ensuring compliance in
books of accounts to reduce
litigation. NBR 1is also work-
ing on i1ssuing a ‘one-time re-
turn’ system so that non-TIN
holders also can get different
facility.

DCCI president Rizwan
