THE Dhaka Chamber of
Commerce and Industry on
Saturday stressed the need
for effective monitoring and
governance in the financial
sector to reduce non-per-
forming loans.

At a press conference at
the office of the trade body
in the capital Dhaka, DCCI
president Md Sameer Sattar
said that the amount of non-
performing loans soared
to Tk 1.34 trnillion, 9.36 per
cent of the total outstanding
loans, and the trade body
would work to reduce the
bad loans through engaging
with different institutions
and stakeholders.

He also demanded easing
the terms and conditions of
industrial loans and financ-
ing for cottage micro small
and medium enterprises.

At the press conference
on the contemporary eco-
nomic situation and to share
DCCI's plan of action for
the year 2023, Sameer said
that the Dhaka Chamber
would emphasise its policy
advocacy role on CMSME,
skills development, export
diversification, private in-
vestment and foreign direct
investment, financial sector,

tax management, LDC grad-
uation, economic diploma-
cv, infrastructure and smart
Bangladesh.

The DCCI president rec-
ommended the automation
of all forms of tax returns,
value-added tax and cus-
toms audit, inquiry and
investigation, appeal and
revenue information man-
agement.

He also suggested that the
government should widen
the tax net without creat-
INng any pressure on existing
taxpayvers to enhance tax to
GDP ratio.

Sameer demanded re-
forms in SD and VAT Act
2012 for the interest of
CMSMEs.

He emphasised both the
product and market diver-
sification of exports, saving
that Bangladesh's exports
to the United States and the
European Union were com-
parativaly low than the com-
petitor countries due to the
limited products.

The DCCI president rec-
ommended signing free
trade agreements, regional
trade agreements and com-
prehensive economic part-
nership agreements to face
the upcoming challenges as
Bangladesh would not get
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duty-free market access in
major export markets after
its graduation in 2026.

‘Bangladesh will become
ineligible to receive the
TRIPS exemption after 2026.
Withdrawal of TRIPS will af-
fect export of various indus-
tries, including the pharma-
ceutical sector and growth,’
Sameer said.

Regarding energy price
hike, the DCCI president
that it should not be a ‘one
way street’ and when the
prices of energy would come
down on the international
market, then it should be ad-
justed in the country as well
without any delay.

‘We are also part of this
global volatility. But, for the
year 2023, both the employ-
ers and employees should
be happy if they can keep
the business afloat by retain-
ing the existing human re-
sources,’ he said.

Businesspeople might be
willing to pay higher prices
but for gas and electricity,
in return, they want unin-
tarrupted supply so that
they can continue industri-
al production without any
hindrance, the DCCI presi-
dent said.

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Preserving jobs biggest
challenge in 2023

Dhaka Chamber of Commerce and In-
dustry (DCCI) President Md Sameer
Sattar on Saturday said running busi-
nesses while preserving employment
opportunities will be the biggest chal-
lenge for Bangladesh in 2023.

Speaking at an event titled “Meet the
Press 2023” held in the capital’s DCCI
Auditorium, Sameer said, “Amid over-
all economic crisis, the government has
hiked the prices of gas and electricity
ignoring pleas from businesses, which
poses another challenge for us.

“Decisions taken single-handedly
should not be implemented. Consulta-
tion with stakeholders is very impor-
tant before increasing prices of such
key utilities. How can we be sure that
we will get sufficient supply after pay-
ing high prices of gas and electricity?”

Sameer disclosed a good number of
policy advocacy on different sectors, in-
cluding CMSMEs (cottage, micro, small
and medium enterprises), skill develop-
ment, export diversification, private in-
vestment and FDI (foreign direct invest-
ment), LDC graduation and economic
diplomacy.

He is optimistic that the policies will
be implemented within this year.

Sameer underscored the need for

developing a comprehensive poli-
cy framework to ease the terms and
conditions for availing the “Credit
Guarantee Fund.”

“We must focus on technology trans-
fer and capacity building for digital en-
gagement of CMSMEs,” he pointed out.

Sattar also urged the Bangladesh
Bank to consider LC margins especially
during the upcoming Ramadan for es-
sential commodities so that importers
can import the same and keep supply
stable.

The chamber held the press confer-
ence on the contemporary economic
situation and to share DCCI’s plan of
action for the year 2023.

Dhaka Chamber of Commerce and Indus-
tries (DCCI) urged the government to pay
special attention to cottage, micro, small
and medium enterprises (CMSMEs) sector
for a smooth transition from the least devel-
oped country (LLDC) status.

“There are 7.8 million CMSMEs in
Bangladesh that represent 90 percent of in-
dustries generating 25 percent of gross do-
mestic product. However, the sector has a
lack of access to finance,” said DCCI presi-
dent Sameer Sattar.

He said, “Small businesses make a 40
percent of value addition to large indus-
tries. The government should support
CMSMEs for the sake of the economy’s
future,”

The DCCI president was addressing a

press conference at the DCCI office in Dha-
Ka on Saturday.

He claimed that the CMSMESs are hardly
seen in the process of financial inclusion as
the medium enterprises dominate the
smaller ones in achieving different finan-
cial facilities.

“From DCCI, we have a specific sugges-
tion to redefine CMS enterprises excluding
the medium ones so a special concentration
can be given on new entrepreneurs in the
sector,” Sattar said.

The DCCI president urged the commer-
cial banks to set up special desks for small
businesses, comply with central bank regu-
lations and provide all support to the begin-
ners.

Citing a newspaper, he said that the
banks hardly finance early stage business
despite Bangladesh Bank issuing a re-fi-

“We found that many global companies
like Microsoft, Google have made lay-offs in
different departments for adopting new
technologies in the new normal. I think
Bangladeshi entrepreneurs should focus on
minimum profit for surviving with an exist-
ing workforce without any layoff,” he said.

The DCCI President said
this while addressing the
"Meet the Press™ held at the
DCCI in the city's Motijheel

area. He said not only
Bangladesh, but also the
whole of the world is now
passing through a tough
time mostly because of the
external factors. "The
business environment
across the globe is also
becoming challenging day
by day,” he added. Sameer
said even  developed
economies like Japan has
been experiencing its
highest inflation over the
last four decades which
indicates that survival
would be most vital thing
under such circumstances.
He cited that in this
challenging year of 2023,
the private sector and the
businesses could focus on
maintaining their
operations through keeping
lesser profit margin without
making job cuts although
global tech giants like

Microsoft and Google
resorted to huge job cuts in
recent times. Answering to
a question, Sameer said
that although the central
bank gives Monetary Policy
Statements (MPS) in every
six months, but its
frequency should be
increased in the country
considering the ever
changing context and

situation in the global
economic front and in the
domestic arena. He also
opined that it would be a bit
difficult to face the
changing economic reality
with the existing
government policy and thus
it could be aligned with the
changing context.
Replying to another
question, he said that the

Bangladesh Bank has taken
some steps in the current
MPS for monitoring the
opening up of LCs adding
that they have already
requested the concerned
authorities to reduce the LC
margin  for ensuring
smooth import of essential
items ahead of the Holy
Month of Ramadan. When
asked about the possible
impact of the recent gas
tariff hike on  the
businesses, the DCCI
President said that such
hike could put an
immediate impact on the

micro and small
entrepreneurs. He,

however, opined that it is

not possible to deal single-
handedly the impact on the
businesses, rather all
concerned need to play
their due role. Sameer said
that the current energy
tariff hike coupled with the
shocks of the COVID-19
pandemic and the Russia-
Ukraine conflict would
surely putan impact, but to
deal with such situation, the

industries especially the
larger ones would have to
chalk out plans to decide in
which areas they could
reduce their competitive
edge. He opined that the

gas tariff hike would put an
impact on the
manufactured products and
thus those would be less
competitive,. The DCCI
President also mentioned
that it is the repeated
demand of the private
sector  towards the
government to ensure
uninterrupted supply of
power and energy to the
industries. Touching upon
the issue of currency swap,
he said that the government
might consider such
thoughts in the short-term,
but in the long-term, there
is a need to increase the
inward remittance flow to
deal with the issue of
shortage of  foreign
currency reserves.
