DCCI calls on DSCC

Sameer also requested the mayor
to consider issuance of trade licenc-
es to new startups that do not have
any commercial address but do their
businesses from home or online.

He also proposed to establish
a booth at DCCI to provide trade li-
cence service on behalf of DSCC or
enter into an agreement for this pur-
pose. The DCCI president also called
for DSCC’s special attention on huge
traffic congestion that heavily affects
commuters, costs energy and eats up
important working hours.

On the occasion, Fazle Noor said
once the National Payment Gateway
is established, people will be able to
pay trade licence fees online soon.
He proposed that a seven-day long
camp can be organised at the DCCI
office so that traders, especially the
members of DCCI, can avail the fa-
cilities of trade licence renewal from
the chamber.

Fazle Noor further said he is
amenable to the idea of signing a
memorandum of understanding
with DCCI to that end.

The mayor said DSCC earned Tk
879 crore in the last fiscal year 2021-
22 without increasing any taxes.

“We will make Dhaka a smart
city in order to create a business
and investment friendly environ-
ment. We will take initiatives to
establish an IoT-based traffic sig-
nal system in the city to avoid traf-
fic congestion,” he added.

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Dhaka South City Corporation
Mayor Sheikh Fazle Noor Taposh
on Thursday said they will take
initiatives to establish an Internet
of things or IoT-based traftfic signal-
ling system in the city with an aim
to ease congestion as well as save
working hours, said a press release.

“For the sake of a better busi-
ness and investment environ-
ment, we will work to make Dha-
ka a smart city,” he said during a
meeting with the newly-elected
office-bearers of the Dhaka
Chamber of Commerce and In-
dustry (DCCI) at the Nagar Bha-
ban in the capital.

The DCCI delegation, led by its
President Md Sameer Sattar, said it
will cooperate with the city corpo-
ration to this end, the release reads.

“Huge traffic congestion in the
city badly affects our daily com-
muting, burns energy, loses work-
ing hours, and increases costs of
doing business. We want to get
rid of this situation,” said Sameer
Sattar.

The Internet of things or IoT is
defined as a network of web-ena-
bled devices capable of sending, re-
ceiving, and acting on the data they
acquire from the physical world us-
ing sensors, processors and other
hardware devices of the embedded
systems.

In IoT-based traffic signalling systems, sensors
installed in strategic locations collect data on
real-time congestion and help improve signalling
systems or determine alternative routes.

Sameer Sattar also urged the city corporation
to automate trade licence-related services or estab-
lish a city corporation booth related to the services
at the DCCI office, according to the press release.

Besides, the president calls for facilitating
trade licence issuance for startups having no
commercial address.

In response, Fazle Noor Taposh said people
will be able to pay trade licence fees online soon
after the implementation of the National Pay-
ment Gateway. He also proposed that a seven-
day camp be organised at the DCCI office soo
that the DCCI members can avail of trade licence
renewal services easily.

The Dhaka South mayor said the city corpora-
tion is determined to better the business environ-
ment in the city. “We have so far earned Tk879
crore since June 2022 without any increase in
taxes,” he added.
